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GENERAL OVERVIEW

The Arts and Sciences Auditorium is located within the A&S building on the west end of campus.  This indoor auditorium was constructed in 1936 and was renovated in 1991.  The renovation upgraded the lighting and sound systems as well as some structural modifications.  The auditorium underwent another renovation during the summer of 2006, with new paint, flooring and seating, and numerous safety upgrades onstage and in the house.

The A&S auditorium is a non union house with a permanent staff of three individuals to take care of the customer's needs.
